The applicant assures that it will comply with requirements of the provisions of the Uniform Relocation Assistance and Real
Property Acquisitions Act of 1970, 84 Stat. 1894, (P. L. 91-646) which provides for fair and equitable treatment of persons displaced as a result of federal or
federally assisted programs.

RENOVATION/LEASE/USED OF BUILDING. A renovation, lease, or any proposed use of a building facility that will either (a) result in a change in its basic
prior use, or (b) significantly change its size.

RENT. The applicant certifies that: a) when rental charge is requested, the charge is consistent with the prevailing rate in the local area and documentation is
