ASSURANCE – The Local School Board and Local Law Enforcement Agency assures the State Training Center and D.A.R.E. Advisory Board that:

a)
The local education agency has the support and commitment from the law enforcement agency to implement the D.A.R.E. Program as evidenced by the execution of this contract.

b)
The Local School Board and Local Law Enforcement Agency will agree on selection of D.A.R.E. instructors. 

c)
The Local School Board and Local Law Enforcement Agency/Agencies will implement the D.A.R.E. Program in its entirety using each of the 14 D.A.R.E. lessons.

d)
The 14 D.A.R.E. lessons will be taught in the exit grade of elementary schools (5th and/or 6th grade, a specific list of schools, grades, and number of students attached).

e)
All trained D.A.R.E. officers will teach in at least one elementary school during the school semester immediately following the D.A.R.E. training they have attended.

f)
The Local School Board and/or Local Law Enforcement Agency will cover the cost of classroom materials that includes the D.A.R.E. teacher’s workbook, student’s materials, and other related classroom materials.

g)
The local School Board has formally approved and is in support of the D.A.R.E. program.

h)
A commitment has been made to secure local resources to ensure the program will continue.

i)
The local School Board and Local Law Enforcement Agency will keep such records and provide such information as may be required by State Training Center/State Advisory Board for process and outcome evaluation.

j)
Each fifth and sixth grade classroom teacher whose students will receive D.A.R.E. instruction will participate in an orientation session to acquaint them with the concepts of D.A.R.E.
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
